When personal protective equipment to include eye protection, gloves, protective clothing, or other protective apparel is needed for a job, there must be a written hazard assessment. It can be used as a tool for training new employees regarding the hazards associated with their work and the personal protective equipment required for the job.  Employees must also receive training on the correct use, maintenance, and limitations of the equipment. The PI/Supervisor is responsible for providing or arranging that training.
